Judd is known for her 
resilience, compassion, and 
service to others. She believes 
in the intrinsic worth of every 
person and chose to scale 
back her moviemaking to focus 
more on humanitarian work. 
She is the longtime Goodwill 
Ambassador for the United 
Nations Population Fund, 
working toward a world where 
every pregnancy is wanted, 
every childbirth is safe, and 
every young person’s potential

“You have to build 
inner trust, inner resources 
and inner capacity.”

Judd is a sought-after public 
speaker and op-ed author,

Rossi stepped directly from graduation in 1987 into a job as an electrician. 
He applied to IBEW Local 99 and was accepted as an apprentice, quickly 
advancing through the ranks and earning his Journeyman’s License. He 
worked with the owner of Commercial Electric for seven years, developing 
technical mastery of the trade.

van, a modest set of tools, and 
determination, he launched his 
own business. With a young 
family, starting a business was 
a leap of faith, but one he’d 
prepared for by working full days 
and taking on side jobs that 
became the foundation of his 
company.

“Having a young family really gave 
me the drive to work hard,” says 
Rossi. “It was all about making 
sure my family had a good life.”

Rossi ran his business from home 
for three years before earning 

enough to rent a commercial space and hire his

years, he signed as a union contractor, gaining 
access to a higher caliber of workers and larger 
projects.

When New England Tech built its East 
Greenwich campus, Rossi led the electrical 
work for the main building and student housing, 
returning to his alma mater to help shape the 
environment for future students.

Over nearly three decades, Rossi grew a one-
man business into an enterprise with more 
than 100 employees, focusing on large-scale 
commercial, industrial, and institutional 
projects. He also developed a road division to

Rossi sees a growing interest in the trades. 
His advice to NEIT grads is to “get as much 
education and background in your trade as you 
can, and work in that trade. The more you know, 
the more it’s going to help you in the long run.”

And for students who want to own their own 
business: “You’ve got to be a people person, 
especially in the electrical industry because 
you talk to a lot of contractors, architects and 
engineers,” he says. “And you’ve got to treat 
your employees well. I treated my employees 
the way I wanted to be treated. That’s a key to 
life, not just work.”

For nearly two decades, Rossi has contributed 
to NEIT’s Student Scholarship Fund to support 
students pursuing careers as electricians. He 
also donates to the Local 99 Union and made a 
contribution for the naming rights of the café 
on NEIT’s East Greenwich campus in honor of 
his parents, saying, “ I wouldn’t be where I am

In 2021, Rossi sold his business to a family-
owned company with generations of 
experience. The company has since doubled 
in size, with his original employees playing a 
key role. Rossi consulted during the transition 
and now serves as chairman. He is also building 
houses with his son-in-law in Naples, Florida, 
where he lives part of the year, and returns to 
Rhode Island to visit family.

In recognition of his achievements, Rossi 
received an honorary Doctor of Business 
Administration during Commencement.
